· To complete a countywide survey of perceptions, activity, and risk and protective factors for gang involvement among randomly selected middle school youth in Fresno County.

· To complete research and an analysis report of the survey data that will provide facts and recommendations to the Fresno Countywide Gang Prevention Council Steering Committee and assist in their development of the countywide gang prevention implementation plan as well as serve as a benchmark for measuring programmatic progress.

Who administers the survey?

The Principal Investigator for the survey is Dr. Jason Kissner, Associate Professor, Criminology, California State University Fresno. The overall assessment is lead by the County of Fresno as part of the Gang & Juvenile Delinquency Prevention Initiative passed by the County Board of Supervisors in December 2006.

Teachers from participating schools will be identified to serve as proctors of the surveys for each classroom.
How will the information be used?
All survey data will be confidential. Names of individual students will not be collected. Information from the surveys will be aggregated into district and county level reports. Reports will be provided to each district that participated.

Reports will also be provided to the FCGPC Steering Committee to assist with their development of a five-year gang prevention implementation plan.
