What are the goals?

· To complete a countywide survey of perceptions, activity, and risk and protective factors for gang involvement among randomly selected middle school youth in Fresno County.

· To complete research and an analysis report of the survey data that will provide facts and recommendations to the Fresno Countywide Gang Prevention Council (FCGPC) Steering Committee and assist in their development of the countywide gang prevention implementation plan as well as serve as a benchmark for measuring programmatic progress.
Who are the key players involved?

Steering Committee

Consisting of key community stakeholders
 the steering committee provides guidance to the County’s gang prevention initiative. Agencies represented on the Steering Committee will be invited to assist with brainstorming sessions and as an ad-hoc committee to administering the surveys. Includes: Sheriff, Probation, Fresno County Office of Education, Clovis Unified, Fresno Unified, and Sanger Unified (not on committee).

Gang Task Force Coordinator (GTFC), 
The GTFC Chairs the Steering Committee and will coordinate the work of all partners and schools. This includes convening groups, setting direction of the process, monitoring progress, and sharing/distributing resources among partners. GTFC will develop and implement an in-service training for each campus administering the survey.

California State University Fresno – Criminology Department
Dr. Jason Kissner, Associate Professor is lead in developing/adapting the survey tool as well as coordinating research and completion of the analysis report. Participation by graduate and honors-level Criminology students will be utilized to the extent possible. In addition participation by other departments, such as Sociology, will be encouraged.
Fresno County Schools
Twenty of the 93 possible schools with eighth grade classes were randomly selected to participate in the survey. This included all school districts, private and charter schools throughout the county. Schools not selected that want to participate, have the option of completing the survey as a second group and having an analysis done.

Tentative Survey Timeline April 2008 – December 2008




1. By April 1 2008 convene brainstorming committee to discuss possibilities of survey administration

2. By May 1 2008 send letter to all county Superintendants informing them about the survey and garner their participation

3. By June 30 2008 have written confirmation from Superintendants and or Principals on willingness to participate in survey

4. By July 18 2008 present work plan to Steering Committee for feedback and input

5. By July 25 2008 submit grant proposal to The California Endowment – partial funds to support survey administration and report analysis

6. By July 31 2008 finalize survey tool and questions for analysis report

7. By July 31 2008 complete follow-up with any schools not yet committed to participate – secure participation

8. By August 5 2008 provide next steps to school districts/schools that agreed to participate

9. By August 26 2008 present survey and work plan to Board of Supervisors

10. By August 30 2008 provide teacher/staff in-service training on administering the surveys; this includes active consent forms and voluntary participation in the school staff perceptions survey. Required staffing for each site’s administration will be determined.

11. By September 1 2008 CSUF will begin research of survey risk and protective factors and California Healthy Kids Survey as part of analysis report

12. By September 5 2008 active consent permission forms sent out for participation in survey. Teachers/staff are encouraged to provide reminders to youth and parents to return forms

13. By September 26 2008 active consent forms received back from parents/guardians – goal is 75% return rate (n=2,945)

14. By October 1 2008 print surveys and provide copies to participating schools. Postage paid return envelopes to go directly to CSUF will be provided to each school site. All evaluation forms will be sealed and mailed immediately after completion.

15. By October 23 2008 – complete countywide middle school survey of 8th grade youth in identified schools. Allow 1 – 2 week window for conducting surveys (October 9 – 23).

16. By October 30 2008 all completed surveys will be received by CSUF

17. By December 10 2008 all data will be entered and a preliminary report of the data will be provided to the FCGPC Steering Committee

18. By December 19 2008 CSUF will provide final analysis report and recommendations to the Steering Committee and school sites
